Directions to Congress Center Rosengarten Mannheim 

 

Travelling by train, urban train or bus 

Mannheim is an ICE/IC junction station. It’s a 10 minute walk from the main station to the 

Rosengarten (direction city center).  

 

You can reach the Rosengarten by taking the following tram routes: 

No. 2, 5 and 5A, “Rosengarten” stop, or no. 3, “Wasserturm “ stop 

 

You can reach the Rosengarten by taking the following bus routes: 

No. 60, 63, 64, „Wasserturm“ stop 

 

Travelling by car 

From the A6 or A5 at the Mannheim or Heidelberg motorway intersection, continue towards 

„Mannheim-Mitte“. You will reach the Rosengarten and the Dorint Congress Hotel via the 

Augustaanlage. Parking with a fee is offered by the following underground parking garages: 

Congress Center Rosengarten, Wasserturm-Tiefgarage und Dorint-Hotel 

 

You can also park for free in the parking lot at the Technoseum (GPS: Museumsstraße, 68165 

Mannheim) and take the tram no. 6 (direction Rheingönnheim) from the Carl-Benz-Stadion or 

Luisenpark/Technoseum stops to the "Wasserturm" stop.
